Wherever the new Walter 

Reed is located, the Society will continue to support charitable and educational purposes to benefit the 

patients, families and staff. 

 

In addition to assistance grants to wounded warriors and their families, the Society has continued to 

sponsor many activities such as group transportation for outings, box lunches for a July 4

th

 concert 

and craft supplies for rehabilitation projects.  Other projects include refurbishing the bronze plaque on 

the tombstone at Maj. Walter Reed’s grave in Arlington National Cemetery and assisting the North 

Atlantic Regional Medical Command Audie Murphy Club with the development of an acknowledge-

ment coin. 

 

The Society’s 2005 holiday collectible and other mementos will be sold at Walter Reed on November 7 

and 21 and December 5 and 12, as well as at the holiday party.  Sales continue to be strong, but there is 

growing interest in changing and upgrading the choices.  Also, a revision of the Society’s brochure is 

underway.
